2.  Garments may be constructed by sewing, 
glue, staples, tape, etc; however, garments 
must have a High Fashion inspiration/
theme & Excellent construction quality 
able to withstand required fittings & runway 
showcase on a selected model.

3.  Local designers & fashion enthusiasts 
within the state of Texas are eligible 
to participate through registration and 
submission of a garment for consideration.

4.  Collaborations & multiple entries are 
accepted, however, only one entry per form.

Dress:  two (2) –six (6)
Bust: thirty (32) – thirty (36) Cup: A, B, C
Waist: twenty four inches (24”)  – twenty eight 
inches (28”)
Height: 5’9” – 5’ 11”

Male
Suit: forty long (40 l) – forty two long (42 L)
Waist: twenty nine inches (29”) – thirty two 
inches (32”)
Height: 6’0” – 6’ 2”
